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PEREIRA 

International Education Week  

In May, the Centro Colombo Americano Pereira dedi-
cated two weeks to promoting international studies 
and exchange programs. The cultural committee of the 
Colombo, along with the Colomboôs educational advi-
sor, organized different activities to inform both the 
students at the Binational Center and the general  pub-
lic  of Cartago (May 11 - 15) and Pereira (May 18 - 
22)  about  opportunities to study or participate in an 

exchange program in the USA. 

 

The educational advisor from the Centro Colombo 
Americano was in charge of most of the lectures, but a 
consul from the American Embassy in Bogotá was in 
Cartago and talked to students and entrepreneurs about 

visas and other opportunities in the USA. We also invited people who represent programs like Amity, Au 

Pair, YMCA, EF, and others.  

 

As part of this event, there was an USA stand featuring information about Universities, English institutes, 
and exchange programs in the USA. There were also several lectures about such topics as international 
English tests, the US educational system, Universities in the US, the admission process to American uni-

versities, Au Pair and Amity Programs, Fulbright Scholarships and exchange visas for students.  

 

During the two weeks of the program, more than one thousand people attended the conferences and vis-
ited the stand.  There were students from the Colombo, local high schools and Universities as well as en-

trepreneurs and the general public from Cartago and Pereira. 

 

It was a very important event in Cartago and Pereira.  
The Colomboôs Educational Advisor appeared on lo-
cal radio, TV and newspapers talking about the ser-
vices offered at the EducationUSA office in the Centro 
Colombo Americano in Pereira y Cartago.  This media 
information was made available for people throughout 
many towns in Risaralda and the northern regions of 
Valle del Cauca.  Many people came to the Colombo 
looking for more detailed information about Education 

US.  
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To celebrate the week of International Stud-
ies, the Centro Colombo Americano ï Pereira 
organized two events:  one in Cartago branch 
(May 11 ï 15) and another in Pereira (May 

18 ï 22). 
 

Taking advantage of the Speaker Program 
run by the U.S. Information Resources Cen-
ter, the Cartago event was enhanced by pres-
entations of Mr. Rubani Trimiew, Vice-

Consul of the American Embassy in Bogotá. 

 

During the event, Vice-Consul Trimiew lec-
tured high school students about American culture, the American education system and possible ac-
cess that these students might have to different exchange programs.  Mr. Trimiew also met University 
students, politicians, businessmen, teachers and others from Cartago for a speech about different 

types of visas and application procedures. 

This event was widely promoted in the local media since it was a first for this city.
