Check-in and Checkout: In the rare case, and if availability allows, check-in will be any
time after 9:00AM for possible early arrivals. The hotel will additionally allow guests
with late flight departures to check out as late as 7:00PM.

Price quotes given by hotels for services will include any applicable local, regional, and
national taxes and/or service fees.

Quality Standards for Rooms. All rooms will include a high standard of hygiene,
private bath with full toilet and shower facilities, hot and cold running water, clean
linen on a daily basis, working electricity, color television with cable, clock, and
telephone. The room shall also be appropriately furnished. All regular hotel guest
facilities and amenities, to include the hotel business center and the spa/exercise
facilities, will be made available for conference participants free of charge as long as
they are registered in the hotel.

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Subject to room availability, the US Government may request additional rooms at the
same quoted rate.

The US Government Representative will identify those individuals on the guest list
whose rooms will be paid by the government, under this contract. All other rooms and
services shall be the responsibility of the individual and the government will not be
held liable. The US Government will not pay for telephone calls, mini-bar, room
service, cell phones, and hotel charges other than those specifically provided for in this
contract. It is highly recommended the hotel request a credit card from guests
upon check-in to secure potential unauthorized charges. Charges not covered by the
conference are to be resolved between the guests and the hotel.

The US Government will only pay for rooms and services actually used and any
applicable penalties due to late cancellations.

Cover fees and parking charges will not be charged to conference participants.

The hotel will provide the US Government and Army of Colombia conference security
director an orientation. The hotel security manager will meet with the US Government
and Army of Colombia security director to establish a direct point of contact within the
hotel staff to solve security issues.

Hotel Representative. The hotel will provide a representative as a liaison for the
conference. The hotel representative (HR) must be vested with the authority to resolve
issues involving conference execution and payment as they arise. The HR will be
available throughout the time period the hotel is in use by the US Government. The
hotel will provide a list of on-call hotel points-of-contact who have the authority to
resolve issues affecting their particular areas of support, (for example: room
maintenance, security, banquets, payment, etc).

Service Breakdowns. The hotel will ensure required maintenance or repairs for hotel
equipment, to include: guest rooms, conference facilities, breakout rooms, elevators,
kitchen equipment, etc. will be corrected immediately at the expense of the hotel. All
equipment shall be repaired within one hour or replaced within two hours of reported
malfunction.

3. LODGING:

Government will only make
reservations for Self Pay personnel — they are individually responsible for their own bills.
The hotel is responsible to coordinate payment from any “Self Pay” personnel to include
lodging and meal costs incurred by them to include Buffet Meals provided during the
conference.

4. CONFERENCE FACILITIES:

4.1 General: Hotel shall clean conference facilities daily in the evenings or early morning
before the start of the workday, (7:30 AM). Work Rooms shall be well lighted, and air-
conditioned. The room may be used continuously twenty-four hours a day. Tables shall
be set up as detailed in instructions/figures provided by the US Government. The
Government Representative will advise where they shall be placed during the initial days
of set up. The hotel shall provide grounded electrical connections with extension cords
and surge protectors to support office equipment that the conference may require. The
rooms must be able to be secured with two keys available to be provided. Ashtrays shall
not be placed in any of the conference facilities, as smoking will not be permitted at
indoor conference functions. All rooms must be secured and keys provided to the
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government representative.

4.2 Main Conference Room: The Main Conference Room must be fully setup and
available by 11:00 AM on 25 Apr 10 through 5:00 PM on 29 Apr 10. Setup includes
tables, chairs, stage emplaced, podiums and other equipment as necessary. Layout of the
Main Conference Room main table will be in a “U” style for (25) persons (see proposed
room layout attached at end of PWS). Remainder sitting will total 70. Guidance will be
provided on site (by the government representative) during the advance party arrival.
Padded chairs shall be utilized and tables will be provided with tablecloths to provide a
pleasant environment. The hotel shall provide conference facilities in which sessions can
be conducted in comfort and with minimum distractions (low level of noise from other
functions). The conference room must have dimmer switches and black out curtains (or
similar) to allow for audiovisual presentations. The conference room configurations and
usage times can be changed at any time prior to the conference to accommodate last
minute directives and fluctuating requirements. The room must be able to be secured and
two keys provided. Water will be provided - one pitcher for every four seats, and
individual glasses refreshed morning and afternoon from 26-29 Apr 10. The hotel will
provide two lectern podiums, one on the front right and one on the front left side of the
conference room. A tripod capable of holding a 1-meter by 1-meter sign is required at
the entrance. Hotel staff shall correct any hotel equipment breakdown immediately.

4.3 Ops/Admin/Translation Office: This room must be completely setup and available
(with required tables, chairs, Internet, lights, A/C, telephones, etc.) from 8:00 AM on 25
Apr 10 until 5:00 PM, 29 Apr 10 (see proposed room layout attached at end of PWS).
The room must be cleaned every evening, well lighted, and air-conditioned. The room
may be used continuously twenty-four hours a day. The following furnishings and
accessories are required: 10 long tables, 20 chairs, two (2) easels with butcher paper, and
three (3) garbage cans. The rooms must have the capability to support computer
equipment. Provide two (2) keys to the US Government representative to secure the
room.

4.4 Break-out Room: This room must be completely setup and available (with required
tables, chairs, Internet, lights, A/C, etc.) from 5:00 PM on 27 Apr until 5:00 PM on 28
Apr 10 (see proposed room layout attached at end of PWS). The following furnishings
and accessories are required: six (6) joined tables, fifteen (15) chairs pertable, , and three
(3) garbage cans. The room must have the capability to support computer equipment. The
room should be secured after hours but be accessible to Government personnel. Request
one tripod stand placed outside the entryway identifying the room as Breakout/Internet
Room. Ten extra chairs will be provided for visitors and mentors.

4 MEALS:

5.1 General. Scheduled meals are prepared according to predetermined menus. The US
Government Representative will identify individuals with dietary restrictions. The hotel
will strive to accommodate special diets where feasible and within contracted meal rates.
Food served in Buffet style should be labeled. Only non-alcoholic juice, soft drinks,
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coffee, tea or beverage is included with meals.

5.2 Hotel Meal Program. The hotel will be provided a meal Signature List and will provide
the appropriate number of Meal VVouchers honored to the Government at the end of each
business day to the Government Representative. Meal signature lists will be provided to
the hotel staff for any breakfast, lunch and dinner meals they receive which are to be paid
by the Government. All hotel receipts and vouchers associated with this conference must
be submitted at least once daily to the identified/authorized Government Representative,
with an invoice showing actual charges for each meal. Hotel shall submit receipts and
other billing information as requested by the Contracting Officer. NOTE: Payment for
any drink containing alcohol is the responsibility of and must be paid for separately
by the guest requesting such beverage.

5.3 Schedule of Contracted Meals.

(1) Breakfast. Breakfast shall be included in the cost of the room. The hotel shall
provide a breakfast buffet from 6:30 a.m. until 8:00 a.m. at an appropriate facility on
site as agreed to by the hotel and the US Government.

(2) Lunch. The hotel will provide its standard buffet luncheon, if available, at an
appropriate facility on site as agreed to by the vendor and the US Government.
Lunch will, as a minimum, consist of main entrees, side dishes, dessert, and a non-
alcoholic beverage such as water, juice, soft drinks, tea and or coffee) and be
consistent with a value sufficient to provide a complete luncheon meal. The hotel
shall provide a minimum of three entre choices for its buffet selection(s) to include
one vegetarian choice.

(3) Dinner. The hotel will provide its standard dinner buffet or dinner menu selection at
an appropriate facility on site as agreed to by the vendor and the US Government.
The Voucher or Sign-in system will apply to authorized personnel. Any un-
authorized charges will be billed directly to the user. Dinner will, as a minimum,
consist of main entrees, side dishes, dessert, and a non-alcoholic beverage such as
water, juice, soft drinks, tea and or coffee and be consistent with a value sufficient to
provide a complete dinner meal. The hotel shall provide a minimum of three entree
choices for its buffet selection(s) to include one vegetarian choice.

5.4 Estimate of Number of Contracted Meals for partner nation participants and host
nation participants. US personnel are responsible to buy their own meals if they choose
to eat. Charges will be made to their guest room; the hotel is responsible to charge
these personnel for this cost.

7. Welcome Reception: A reception for 80 persons will be given on Sunday, 25 April 2010
from 7:00 -9:00 PM in the Areaor (Salon___ ). Tables and chairs in the salon will
be removed to allow for one heavy buffet line set up and a cocktail bar. Tall cocktail tables
will be set up in central area without chairs/stools. The Buffet menu will be of assorted
warm and/or meat, poultry, and fish dishes, assorted salad, fruits, pasta, and bread.
Included are assorted juices, soft drinks, coffee and hot water for tea. Also included will be
assorted desserts and pastries. The cocktail bar will be of local beers, wines and alcoholic
drinks.

8. PARKING: The hotel will provide 6 reserved parking spaces daily from 25 Apr 10 to 30
Apr 10 (at no charge) for local conference participants and coordinators in the hotel parking lot
throughout the conference. These reserved parking places must be clearly designated for
conference participants.

The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or
reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance
will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate
consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-
acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and
(2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the
item.

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of
performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending
agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727).
